Note:  Children may play up a grade (recommended maximum of 2 years) if desired (eg to play with friends) and should pay the fee relevant to the age division they will be playing in, except where the club does not field a team in an appropriate age division, in effect forcing them to play up.

Discounts:  We offer a $20 family discount to 3rd and subsequent family members registered with us.

Redbacks FC has a strict ‘No Pay – No Play’ policy.  Player ID cards will NOT be issued until full fee payment has been received.  All-Age, Over 35 and Over 45 teams will be registered with their respective associations only when the Club receives full payment from sufficient players to form a team.  The deadline for team registrations is Wednesday 21st March 2012.

Photographs for Player ID Cards

Photos are valid for 3 years for Juniors and 5 years for Seniors. If you had your digital photo taken within this time it will not need to be updated this year.

Team Allocation – U6 & U7’s

Parents will be advised via email or phone of the team their child has been allocated to, and initial training dates. Weekly training will commence in March, at a time suitable for the individual team coaches.
Grading – U8’s

U8’s Small Sided Games will play a 7v7 format in 2012. The top team will be graded, whilst all other teams will be ranked according to their approximate standard, so that teams play similar standard teams during the season.

For any parents who wish their child to trial for the graded team, please note on your registration form, and attend the grading nights. The Club will grade U8 Mini teams over a 2 week period, commencing  Tuesday 14th February.  The Grading Committee will grade players based on performance in group training sessions. Grading sessions will be between 6pm & 7pm.

If you do not wish your child to be graded, you do not need to attend the grading nights.

Coaches and Managers

Every team requires a coach and a manager. Teams are responsible for filling these positions and advising the registrar (Parents usually fill these roles in the Mini and Junior divisions). Referees, Assistant Referees and Other Match Officials.

  -abuse of referees and assistant referees will not be tolerated in any form.

Abuse includes derogatory comments about the match official’s performance or ability, repeated or vocal criticism or challenging of the match official or their decisions, and any form of insulting, offensive, aggressive or intimidating behaviour or language directed at a match official.

Abuse of referees, assistant referees, players, coaches, managers, parents or spectators etc may result in penalties against the individual, team or club concerned. Those penalties include fines, bonds, loss of competition points and suspension.

Coaches and Managers Code of Behaviour.

· be reasonable in your demands on young players.

· players play for fun and enjoyment.  Don’t ridicule mistakes.

· teach players that the rules of sport should be followed, not broken.

· develop team respect for opponents and officials from both teams.

Parents and Spectators Code of Behaviour.

· encourage players and accept results without disappointment.

· never ridicule or yell at a player for making mistakes or losing the game.

· players are involved for their enjoyment, not for their parents or spectators.

· volunteers deserve your respect and consideration.

· eliminate verbal and physical abuse from all sporting activities.

Players Code of Behaviour.

· play by the rules.

· respect officials.

· abuse of opponents or officials is not allowed in any sport.

· treat all players the way you would like to be treated yourself.

· play for the “fun of it” and not just to please parents, spectators and coaches.

· respect the rights, dignity and worth of all players, coaches and officials.

· accept defeat with dignity and don’t seek excuses for defeat or blame the referee or anyone else.
